Welcoming diversity is one of the top three priorities for the Peel District 
School Board. In April 2009, we opened three new We Welcome the World 
Centres in Brampton, Malton, and Mississauga to help newcomer families  
with school-aged children register for school and get settled in Canada. 

Some of the key activities at the centres include:
registering new students for school•	
orientation interviews to understand the students academic and social background•	

The staff provide assistance and information about free services in many 
languages. The welcome centres also offer wrap-around services to help 
families get settled in Canada.

In addition to registration and orientation, newcomer families have access to:
adult education and English classes•	
childminding (while parents/guardians use services at the Welcome centres)•	
computer access to Peel resources•	
information about employment, housing, and health care•	
information about Ontario’s education system•	
Internet access•	
interpreters (available upon request for assistance at the Welcome centres)•	
referrals to community settlement services•
