A Regional Co-operative Education Program with William Osler Health Systems  Brampton Civic Hospital
There has always been a demand for skilled health care workers.  Due to shortages in the health sector, in Peel and elsewhere, there are more opportunities than ever for jobs like medical technician and technologist, registered nurse and registered practical nurse.  If you’re thinking about a career in health care, you can get a first-hand look at the working world of health care through the Caring For The Future Co-op Program.
The Caring for the Future Program is:

· a regional co-operative learning opportunity for secondary school students offered through a partnership between the Peel District School Board, Brampton Centennial S.S. and the William Osler Health System –Brampton Civic Hospital. 
· a full semester program where students earn credits towards their graduation diploma
· an opportunity for  students to observe and work in a hospital setting and interact with health care professionals

Special Features
· students must be registered at Brampton Centennial S.S. for the duration of the program

· students spend Mondays in class investigating health care topics and exploring career opportunities in health care
· students have three placements during their semester at the hospital
(placements may include: the Oncology Clinic, Day Surgery, Inpatient Surgery, Acute Care of the Elderly, Diagnostic Imaging, Post Partum, Labour and Delivery, The Paediatric Clinic, Physiotherapy and Occupational Therapy)
Criteria for Application
Students :

· must be enrolled in grade 11 or 12 in a Peel District School Board secondary school

· must have successfully completed grade 11 university or college preparation biology

· must be planning to attend college or university

· must be seriously interested in investigating a career in the health care sector

· will be asked for a current status sheet and resume

· must get reference forms completed by a current teacher and a community member (such as a coach or employer)

· must provide written answers to questions about why they want the placement, how it will help in career planning and what they can contribute in the placement

· must attend an interview at the hospital

· must submit evidence of updated immunization and complete a two step TB test
